Wonderland Nursery in Perth is a part of Little Einsteinôs Kindergarten Ltd. an ever expand-

ing chain of nurseries across Scotland. It is a purpose built nursery, close to the City Centre and 

can hold 180 children while catering for children from birth up to 14 years. . There is a secured, 

spacious play area, with a wide range of outdoor equipment.  

 

The nursery provides day-care facilities for children aged Birth to 5 years. It is registered with 

the Care Commission and is also in partnership with Perth and Kinross Council. We aim to be a 

resource for families, providing a nurturing environment for young children which has the high-

est standards of care and education. We continually strive towards being an environment which 

provides support, time and space to children as their confidence, self-esteem and enjoyment of 

life develops. We aim to be a home from home where all are valued, respected and supported.

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NURSERY HOURS: 

Morning Session 7.00 - 13.00 

Afternoon Session 13.00 - 18.00 

We are open Monday to Friday, 52 weeks in a year. We are closed only on Christmas day, Box-

ing day, New year and 2nd January.  The nursery closes at 4.30pm on Christmas Eve and New 

Yearôs Eve, should these fall on a weekday. 

Children can attend nursery for morning, afternoon or full day sessions (see óPRICE LISTô for de-

tails on costs). Please DO NOT bring Children to nursery before the start of session or pick up 

later than their end time.  

THE FACILITIES:  

Wonderland Nursery Perth is a purpose built private day care facility with a secured outdoor gar-

den which children have frequent access to, supported by outings to the local community.  

 

Polar Bear Room (Birth to 1 year)  

The child to staff ratio in this room is 3:1  

This room can accommodate 24 babies. It is bright, cosy and homely, providing a relaxed and 

loving atmosphere for babies to develop and learn to their full potential. Activities are on offer 

for the children, taking into account each childôs age and stage of development. A daily diary is 

completed for parents/guardians, giving information about their childôs day. A separate sleep 

room is available to provide children with a quiet, comfortable area to rest. We also use this 

area to provide quiet and relaxed activities.  
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Panda Room (1 to 2 years)  

The child to staff ratio in this room is 3:1  

This room can accommodate 23 children. It is a bright room and allows children plenty of space 

for free play and planned activities, which will help develop the childôs natural curiosity and ac-

quire new skills. Daily diaries are completed to give parents/guardians information on their 

childôs day. Suitably sized tables and chairs are provided to allow the children to sit comfortably 

during mealtimes and certain activities. 

 

Kangaroo & Koala Room (2 -  3 years)  

The child to staff ratio in this room is 5:1  

The Kangaroo room can accommodate 27 children, whilst our Koala room can accommodate 28 

children. Both rooms are bright and spacious, providing children with the opportunity for free 

play and adult led activities. Each room has a bathroom with three child sized toilets and sinks 

allowing children to have the freedom and privacy of going to the toilet. Daily diaries are com-

pleted in each of the rooms to allow parents/guardians information on their childôs day. 
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Lions & Tigers Room (3 -  5 years)  

The child to staff ratio in this room is 8:1  

Lions room can accommodate 26 children whereas our Tigers room can accommodate 30 chil-

dren. They are both spacious, bright rooms which offers children opportunities to learn and de-

velop through free play and planned activities. The room has a bathroom with two child sized 

toilets and sinks. Children are provided with planned group times, in which staff plan activities to 

meet the stages of each childôs development and further their learning. 

 

Crocodiles & Alligators Room  

(After School Club, 5 - 14 years)  

Just when they thought it was all over!  

Our After School Club (ASC) can hold 22 children and takes place within our gym hall. We offer 

fun activities for children with opportunities to further their learning and development. Staff are 

available to offer assistance with childrenôs homework should they require it.  

 

Gym Hall  

This room can accommodate 22 children. The room offers brilliant opportunities for physical ac-

tivity. Each age group has an opportunity to use this area each day. We have a large range of 

gym equipment, including climbing walls. We also use our gym hall as a lunch hall for our 3 -5 

age group, allowing children to develop skills needed for school.
